Once they imagine they are
aboard a scientific research
vessel which has collided with an
iceberg, students must ‘abandon
ship’ and form a plan for rescue
and survival using the items
provided through creativity and
working together to formulate an
innovative strategy to overcome
the challenges of the Atlantic.
